We are currently helping
students in Adams 12, Adams 14, 27J, Pinnacle and WPS (Feed 5000 Holiday Meal
Boxes with potential for a food bank soon). Food for Hope supports these areas by
running 8 In School Food Banks and providing hundreds of weekend food bags and
thousands of weekday snacks. We are supporting over 20 schools here in Adams
County.
