Summary and Background Information : Adams City High School's Student Council hosted the District's first
ever Wish Week for the Make-A-Wish Foundation February 26 - March 2. The Foundation empowers students
and other youth groups to raise funds through the Kids for Wish Kids program, granting life-changing wishes
for kids with critical illnesses. Senior class members of student council brought the concept back to the District
following participation in the Colorado High School Athletic Association's annual fall leadership conference.
