WHEREAS, survivors of sexual violence often face significant physical, 
emotional, and social challenges, making it essential that communities provide 
compassionate, victim-centered responses and accessible resources to support

WHEREAS, the 2026 national theme, “25 Years Stronger: Looking Back, 

Moving Forward,” encourages communities to reflect on progress while 
recommitting to prevention, education, and advocacy to end sexual violence;

WHEREAS, raising awareness, encouraging open dialogue, and fostering 

environments of dignity and respect are critical steps toward preventing sexual 
violence and supporting survivors; and 

 
WHEREAS, teal is the official color of Sexual Assault Awareness Month, 

symbolizing sexual violence prevention and support for survivors; and

Department remain committed to a victim-centered, offender-focused 
response, ensuring survivors have access to advocacy, resources, and support;
